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Public Hearing For The Downtown Renovation District
The Covington Council has set a public hearing for August 19" at 7:00 PM to
provide information and obtain public comments for a proposed downtown
renovation district. If approved, this district would allow 70% of future increases in
tax valuation within the proposed downtown renovation district to placed in a fund
to be used for the redevelopment of, and to promote business activity within the
downtown area. This program does not increase residents taxes.

Public participation at these public hearings is welcomed and encouraged.
