Water Plant Improvements 
We are currently in the process of changing out the filter media at the Covington 
water plant. The purpose of the filter media is to remove iron and manganese 
from the raw water that comes out of the wells before it is distributed throughout 
the town. The old media is 15 years old and is no longer doing a good job of 
removing these naturally occurring contaminates from the water. Because of this, 
Covington customers have periodically experienced discolored water in the 
system. This discolored water is not a health hazard, but is undesirable. We 
expect the media replacement project to be completed within the next three 
weeks. Once this project is completed, hydrant flushing will follow and customers 
should see improved water quality.  
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
